� Never give out your full name, address, phone number, school name, or any other person information on 

the Internet. 
� If someone sends an e-mail or anything else abusive or that makes you uncomfortable, let your parents or 

teacher know.  Never respond to it yourself. 
� Do not click on any links that are contained in e-mail from anyone you don’t know.  Such links could lead 

to inappropriate websites. 
� Do not give out your Internet passwords to anyone (even best friends), other than your parents or guardian. 
� Treat others on the Internet the way you want to be treated.  They are people, not computers!

 The message below was sent by our technology User Support Specialist, Mr. Howard Schumacher.  Emails 
of this type are sent to everyone and anyone, including our GMP students.  Please read carefully and share this 
information with your family. 
 

 Phishing is pretexting via e-mail.  Typically a phishing email contains a link to a fraudulent web site resembling 
that of a financial institution; all part of an effort to trick you into providing personal information such as credit card 
number, social security number, or credentials to some account. 
 

 Between now and April 15th, we'll likely receive an increase in the number of tax-related phishing e-mails.  They 
will appear to be from a major bank, accounting firm, or tax return preparation service. They will likely ask you to log 
in and confirm your full name, home address, and social security number.   

 Such institutions have no difficulty maintaining accurate records. Assume it's a scam.  Assume logging in won't 
work because it's a fraudulent web site. 
 

 But let's suppose you need to update your info because you changed your phone number or moved in the last 
ten months.  It's better to not follow a link in that e-mail message whether it looks phishy or not.  Instead, run your 
web browser, type in the web address of your bank / accounting firm / tax return preparation service, and make your 
way to the account management section knowing you're on the genuine site.
